The workshops
1. Rap choir

What does rap-cacophony sound like? During the workshop the different aesthetics of rap music and the sound of traditional choirs will be introduced through music clips. Participants will also practice overlapping structures and try different rhythms and intensities. What does it sound like when ten vocalists shout in rhythm? What does it sound like when people whisper in rhythm? The result is musical cacophony! The workshop is lead and conducted by Matti Pentikäinen who has done music with Ceebrolistics since 1990. Ceebrolistics is a pioneer in Finnish alternative hip hop music and they have released several records. They have performed at the main music festivals in Finland and they have also performed at festivals and at clubs in Central Europe and the United States. His latest project has been a solo album released in the United States in 2007. The workshop continues the themes of Kiasma theatre’s subURB-program which is part of URB-festival. SubURB was an art education project aimed at young people encouraging to try and do art itself. The objective was to develop new methods and models to enable a dialogue between art institutions and the suburban young. Production: Museum of Contemporary Art Kiasma. Language: Finnish.  
2. From Idea to Performance / Dance Theatre Raatikko
How do you make a dance theatre performance with young people who have no experience in dance theatre? How do you encourage young people to perform and express themselves through dance? In dance theatre Raatikko’s from idea to performance- workshop you will learn how to make a dance theatre performance. Dance improvisation and visual arts exercises are used as working methods. During the workshop a performance based on a mutual theme will be produced and it will later be performed to an audience. Dance theatre Raatikko has held numerous dance theatre workshops with different aged children and youngsters, as well as with children with special needs. The objective of the workshop is to help children become acquainted with dance as a means of expression and to offer positive experiences through making a performance and through performing. The instructors are Dance Theatre Raatikko’s dance artist Mirja Tukiainen and artistic director Marja Korhola.
Dance artist Mirja Tukiainen has worked as a dancer in Helsinki Dance Company and at Dance Theatre Raatikko. During the past years she has done numerous workshop projects for Dance Theatre Raatikko. Marja Korhola has also worked as a dancer in Helsinki Dance Company and at Dance Theatre Raatikko. Since 1988 she has been the artistic director at Raatikko. Korhola has done numerous choreographies for Dance Theatre Raatikko and she has been involved with developing and realising the theatre’s audience education. Producer: City of Vantaa Cultural Services and EUnetART. Language: Finnish.
3. Dance and Film making: Weijke Koopman and Ronald de Boer
The objective of the workshop is to introduce the participants to the functions of dance education in different environments and situations. Based on the participants line of work the group will choose one or two cases and plan a project accordingly. The participants of the workshop will function as the students and participators of the case project. Movement and film will be used as tools. The aim is to give general information on combining dance and film and concrete ideas on how to use it in one’s own work. Weijke Koopman wants to share her own passion towards dance in order to get the participants inner creative process on the move. The principle for the workshop is for each participator to enjoy working.   
Weijke Koopman is a teacher, performing artist and a film maker. She works with both professionals and hobbyists. She has done site specific work and collaboration with architects, writers, musicians and visual artists. She teaches and does dance pieces for example for Buitenkunst arts education organization based in Holland and for Dansdrift a dance hobby society in Haag. Together with visual artist - film director Ronald de Boer, they have made a series of dance movies, the latest being Plusminus 500. In the movie Plusminus 500 the children were together with them planning the shooting, directing and the composition of dance / movement in the film. Producer: Zodiak – New Dance Centre. 4. Architecture

Thursday: Urban environment is explored in this workshop from a new aspect; through the camera’s lens. While working the participants can discuss together the values of environment in architecture, what the aesthetic city centre is like and the meaning of human action in it. Instructor: Architecture educationalist Niina Hummelin. Producer: Design Museum. Language: English/Finnish. 

Friday: In Dariusz Smiechowski’s workshop the participants get acquainted with participatory architectural education projects done with children and youth. After the work done as an introduction for the workshop the participants will have the possibility to discuss and exchange experiences about equivalent projects. The practical work uses the methods proposed by Smiechowski’s educational programme “In Dialogue with Surroundings”. Finally everyone will try together to find practical and enticing methods for working with youth focusing on participation, sustainability and taking values of space into consideration. As resources the workshop will use experiences and perspectives from PLAYCE and RAVESPACE projects as well as the teacher’s and instructor’s experiences. Producer: Design Museum Language: English.

5. The Future workshop

The future workshop is a problem solving method in which discussions are held democratically with young people discussing problems and ideas related to their lives and to youth culture. The workshop begins with a preparatory phase to motivate the participants and also the course of the workshop will be explained. Then it moves on to the problem phase during which the problems, critic, bad feelings and the reasons for them will be discussed according to the chosen problem, task, challenge or target of interest. In the next phase they dream, build up ideas and utopias on how to improve the situation, so as to better the situation or on how to solve the problem altogether. During the final phase, the realisation phase, it is time to estimate the realisation possibility for the different ideas, choose a developing project and form a strategy. For example the method used in The Voice of the Young in Helsinki- project can be applied to different kinds of projects involving young people. The instructor for the workshop is Helsinki Youth Voice- campaigns project leader Päivi Anunti from the City of Helsinki Youth Department. Producer: City of Helsinki Youth Department. 6. The City of Stories and the Forests Woven of Myths
Is it possible to transfer rules, styles, themes and functions familiar from games to other fields of culture? Storytelling games are an interesting hybrid of written literature and game culture. In storytelling games improvisation is used together with rules, which are in fact tools with which to guide the style, theme, composition and so on of the story. The storytelling game is usually played in a group and everyone tells a part of the same story. With simple tools you can build fantasy worlds. The use of game and literature as a method can be applied to many things.

In the workshop participants can either contribute to the story or listen to other people telling the story. Instructors: Game designer Pekko Koskinen with young word artists Laura Kontiainen and Esa Piirainen from Creative Writing and Drama School of Nuku Centre in Oulu. Producer: The Youth and Culture Centre Nuku. Language: Finnish.
7. ISH-Group 

The ISH-group was founded in 1999 by Marco Gerris, a young dance and theatre artist. Gerris has created his own style: he combines disciplines of the street and from the club circuit together with pop concerts, video clips, cartoons, video games and films. ISH uses acrobatic stunt tricks, skate dance, street dance, break dance, video arts, DJ concerts, VJ performances, martial arts, acrobatics, rap music, beat box, and even bungee jumping in their performances. The ISH head office is in Amsterdam where the group practices and offers courses for young people. ISH offers activities in the Netherlands and abroad. The activities of the group include workshops as well as school projects and demos. Producer: EUnetART. Language: English.
8. Blue Theatre’s Drama Workshop

Plavo Pozoriste in other words the Blue Theatre was founded in 1995 and is a Belgrade-based Serbian theatre. Their ideology is based on principles established by Stanislavsky, Antonin Artaud, Jerzy Grotowski and OdinTeatret. Through their theatre work they are not trying to change the world – but themselves. They themselves say this is the reason they do theatre. During the workshop the participants try to create theatre that explores deeper levels of human communication, theatre with the idea of moving boundaries of human perception and theatre which presents a critical attitude. At the centre of attention is humanity. Theatre is not imitation, it is full of lively humane touch. Blue Theatre’s regular activities include theatre education through workshops and seminars. Instructor: Theater director Nenad Celic. Producer: Q-theatre and Theatre Museum. Language: English.
9. Martial Arts Choreography

Stunts, action and martial art scenes are created without harming oneself or others. In martial arts choreography, dance and drama are combined in an appealing way to attract youth. Previous experience is not required, enthusiasm is a good start. The workshop is part of the Human Mind- culture course produced by Annantalo Arts Centre in which the youth act as content producers according to a chosen theme. The instructors Tung Bui and Mikko Löppönen come from HMC hobby group, which make indie movies and practice stunts and martial arts scenes. The HMC style combines Hollywood and Hong Kong martial arts styles to create its own kind of manifold. The filming and cutting of the scenes play an important role as well. The means of film and physical acting rhyme together in the end result. Producer: Annantalo Arts Centre. Language: Finnish.
10. Drama Workshop

Theatrical expression rehearsals and aspects are offered as resources for multicultural education. This demonstrational workshop is based on a multicultural Same Air- youth project. The workshop focuses on “Different yet the same”, youth individual and group experiences, strengthening one’s own identity without any stamps, as well as on dialogue. In addition questions such as “What is it like being young in a multicultural group?” Is your own voice heard? What are the challenges for teachers and group leaders?” The workshop proceeds from plays and group exercises towards individual performance. To begin with, a safe atmosphere is created after which expression in groups is tested and the aim is in the end through encouragement to stand by oneself and perform. Instructor: Drama pedagogue Ulla Tarvainen. Producer: Annantalo Arts Centre. Language: Finnish. 
11. From Emotions to Action

The workshop activates the participants in auditive, visual and kinesthetic ways to process themselves and the world. In this participatory workshop creative methods that support the youth’s growing up and the development of their emotional life will be designed. The methods can be applied for example in school classes. Instructors: Midwife Susanna Ruuhilahti and director Leila Hellman from The Girls’ House (Tyttöjen talo). Producer: Helsinki City Art Museum and The Finnish Museum of Photography. Language: Finnish.
12. Video workshop

What does the world look like? What kind of people, places and objects construct my environment? In small groups the participants create short video films describing the seminar city Helsinki from their point of view. The aim is to take over the city: how does it look like to me and how do other people see it. The theme behind it is empowerment, concentrating on the individual. Where do I place myself in this world? Where do I place myself in relation to others? Where do I place myself in relation to myself? In video workshops media educational aims always stand out. Taking the video camera into your own hand is literally empowering in relation to other media, it releases you from the traditional producer-receiver model to an equal participant.
